The chief goal of the classisto enable you to
read, write, and think well about literature, in
particular American literature. In addition to reading
and writing, you will participate in class discus-
sions and presentations, and complete research to
accomplish this objective. You will be expected to
work creatively, independently, and responsibly.

There will be four main areas of concentration:
(1) Literature. Coursereadingswill include
drama, poetry, autobiography, oratory, fiction and
non-fiction. There will be numerousreadingsin
the textbook (Elements of Literature); books will
include Frederick Douglass s Narrative, F. Scott
Fitzgerald' s The Great Gatsby, and The Crucible,
by Arthur Miller. Each semester every student will
also read and discussin writing at least one
independent, outside book from a supplied list.
(2) Academic skills, including notetaking,
summarizing, paraphrasing, library research, online
research, and use of dictionaries and thesauruses.
(3) Language study, including history of the
English (and American) language, and exercises
in vocabulary, grammar, diction, and style. One
focuswill be preparation for the Scholastic Aptitude
Test (SAT).

(4) Writing. Therewill be numerous short writing
assgnments, both in and outside of class, and severd
longer essays accompanying the major texts. All
major essays will be submitted to turnitin.com.

Most of you will also betaking U.S. Higtory this

year. The two classeswill share many themes: we
will examine how such central American values of
equdity, freedom, democracy, diversty, individudism,
love of nature, and “the American Dream” arereflected
-- and fought over -- in our country’ sliterature. In
addition, there will be instruction in the requirements
for writing research papers, especialy in citation and
bibliography in MLA format.

two or three days, on average. It may be reading, ashort
written assignment, or progress on along-term assignment.

For those, work that is
one day late will lose one grade on the scale (10%); work
two days late will lose 20%; work not turned in within two
days of the due date will receive azero. If thereare particular
circumstances which are going to prevent your completing
work on time, please come explain them to me in advance
of the due date and we may be able to negotiate a solution.

If you have turned
in al assignments, you may take advantage of extra-credit
opportunities which | will offer periodically to the entire
class. Do not come to me near the end of the term having
missed multiple assignments and ask for “extra credit.”
